Int’l President Sid & his wife Judy will be seated at the front of the 
float. The other four spots are available in a package that includes up to 
five hotel nights, two tickets to the parade, two tickets to the Rose Bowl 
game, a President’s reception & dinner, a breakfast with the Pasadena 
Host Lions that includes a tour of the float barn, a chance to help deco-
rate, & transportation throughout the stay in California. Cost is $5000.

The photo at right 
shows three of  the 
four places avaiable 
on the float. The fourth 
is a standing posi-
tion  in the middle of 
the “yard.” Persons 
who ride need to be 
agile enough to climb 
aboard, especially on 
the swing & the tire. 
To fit comfortably 
in the tire, the rider 
should be at least 5’7’ 
tall & weigh no more 
than about 150.
